












My Racing career started 14 years ago racing karts in both England & Europe. I was several times UK Champion in Summer
and Winter Championships in Club 100 and raced at Le Mans in Endurance Championships.
This period of my racing gave me the opportunity to develop my talent as a driver and, having won a series of Championships,
it was time for me to look for new motor sport challenges.
Whilst considering my options from 2001 I started testing in cars and drove AudiTT, Formula Palmer and Radicals whilst
still racing karts.

Successful testing and my karting credentials attracted the attention of the REON Motorsport Team for whom I raced
between 2004 and 2007. In 2004, I came 3rd in the Formula Ford 2000 Championship series racing at top circuits in the
United Kingdom. Racing more powerful cars I came 5th the following year. 

At the end of 2005 I had the opportunity of racing in the Formula Renault Winter Series, and after just a 30 minute 
testing session went on to be placed 3rd overall in this Championship. 

In the 2006 racing season, I competed in a new and more powerful formula series - the Formula Renault Championship -
and came 2nd in the championship.

In 2007 I moved up again to Club Formula 3 and came 3rd in the Championship.

In 2008 I joined Mark Bailey Racing and became the owner of a Dallara Formula 3 car and I came 5th in the Championship
after a slow start to a difficult season.

The time spent in 2008 on setting up my car was well invested and in 2009 I came 3rd in the Championship. 

In 2010 after a very exciting season which went to the wire & all hinged on the last race, I again finished 3rd having been
been on the podium 9 times from a possible 14, this included 2 wins.
